Round 2 — Letter Link

This round consists of 8 general knowledge questions where the last letter of the
answer to question 1 will be the same as the first letter of the answer to question 2,
and the final letter of the answer to question 2 will be the same as the first letter of
the answer to question 3 and so on so forth down the 8 questions. When you get to
guestion 8, the final letter of that answer will be the same as the first letter to the
answer to question 1, thus completing the link.

Round 3 — Sum total
